Galatians 5:13-25
For you were called to freedom, brothers. Only do not use your freedom as an opportunity for the flesh, but through
love serve one another. For the whole law is fulfilled in one word: “You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” But
if you bite and devour one another, watch out that you are not consumed by one another.

Walk by the Spirit
But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the flesh. For the desires of the flesh are against
the Spirit, and the desires of the Spirit are against the flesh, for these are opposed to each other, to keep you from
doing the things you want to do. But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law. Now the works of the
flesh are evident: sexual immorality, impurity, sensuality, idolatry, sorcery, enmity, strife, jealousy, fits of anger,
rivalries, dissensions, divisions, envy, drunkenness, orgies, and things like these. I warn you, as I warned you
before, that those who do such things will not inherit the kingdom of God. But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy,
peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control; against such things there is no law. And
those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. If we live by the Spirit, let us
also walk by the Spirit.

Mark 8:22-30
Jesus Heals a Blind Man at Bethsaida
And they came to Bethsaida. And some people brought to him a blind man and begged him to touch him. And he
took the blind man by the hand and led him out of the village, and when he had spit on his eyes and laid his hands on
him, he asked him, “Do you see anything?” And he looked up and said, “I see men, but they look like trees,
walking.” Then Jesus laid his hands on his eyes again; and he opened his eyes, his sight was restored, and he saw
everything clearly. And he sent him to his home, saying, “Do not even enter the village.”

Peter Confesses Jesus as the Christ
And Jesus went on with his disciples to the villages of Caesarea Philippi. And on the way he asked his disciples,
“Who do people say that I am?” And they told him, “John the Baptist; and others say, Elijah; and others, one of the
prophets.” And he asked them, “But who do you say that I am?” Peter answered him, “You are the Christ.” And he
strictly charged them to tell no one about him.

Hebrews 11:23-31
By faith Moses, when he was born, was hidden for three months by his parents, because they saw that the child was
beautiful, and they were not afraid of the king’s edict.  By faith Moses, when he was grown up, refused to be called
the son of Pharaoh’s daughter, choosing rather to be mistreated with the people of God than to enjoy the fleeting
pleasures of sin. He considered the reproach of Christ greater wealth than the treasures of Egypt, for he was looking
to the reward. By faith he left Egypt, not being afraid of the anger of the king, for he endured as seeing him who is
invisible. By faith he kept the Passover and sprinkled the blood, so that the Destroyer of the firstborn might not
touch them.

By faith the people crossed the Red Sea as on dry land, but the Egyptians, when they attempted to do the same, were
drowned. By faith the walls of Jericho fell down after they had been encircled for seven days. By faith Rahab the
prostitute did not perish with those who were disobedient, because she had given a friendly welcome to the spies.

John 6:52-59
The Jews then disputed among themselves, saying, “How can this man give us his flesh to eat?” So Jesus said to
them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you have no life in
you. Whoever feeds on my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and I will raise him up on the last day. For my
flesh is true food, and my blood is true drink. Whoever feeds on my flesh and drinks my blood abides in me, and I
in him. As the living Father sent me, and I live because of the Father, so whoever feeds on me, he also will live
because of me. This is the bread that came down from heaven, not like the bread the fathers ate and died. Whoever
feeds on this bread will live forever.” Jesus said these things in the synagogue, as he taught at Capernaum.

Hebrews 11:32—12:2
And what more shall I say? For time would fail me to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah, of David and Samuel
and the prophets—who through faith conquered kingdoms, enforced justice, obtained promises, stopped the mouths
of lions, quenched the power of fire, escaped the edge of the sword, were made strong out of weakness, became
mighty in war, put foreign armies to flight. Women received back their dead by resurrection. Some were tortured,
refusing to accept release, so that they might rise again to a better life. Others suffered mocking and flogging, and
even chains and imprisonment. They were stoned, they were sawn in two, they were killed with the sword. They
went about in skins of sheep and goats, destitute, afflicted, mistreated— 38of whom the world was not worthy—
wandering about in deserts and mountains, and in dens and caves of the earth.

And all these, though commended through their faith, did not receive what was promised, since God had provided
something better for us, that apart from us they should not be made perfect.

Jesus, Founder and Perfecter of Our Faith
Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every weight, and sin which
clings so closely, and let us run with endurance the race that is set before us, looking to Jesus, the founder and
perfecter of our faith, who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is seated
at the right hand of the throne of God.

John 6:60-71
The Words of Eternal Life
When many of his disciples heard it, they said, “This is a hard saying; who can listen to it?” But Jesus, knowing in
himself that his disciples were grumbling about this, said to them, “Do you take offense at this? Then what if you
were to see the Son of Man ascending to where he was before? It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh is no help at
all. The words that I have spoken to you are spirit and life. But there are some of you who do not believe.” (For Jesus
knew from the beginning who those were who did not believe, and who it was who would betray him.) And he said,
“This is why I told you that no one can come to me unless it is granted him by the Father.”

After this many of his disciples turned back and no longer walked with him. So Jesus said to the Twelve, “Do you
want to go away as well?” Simon Peter answered him, “Lord, to whom shall we go? You have the words of eternal
life, and we have believed, and have come to know, that you are the Holy One of God.” Jesus answered them, “Did
I not choose you, the Twelve? And yet one of you is a devil.” He spoke of Judas the son of Simon Iscariot, for he, one
of the Twelve, was going to betray him.
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February 5, Friday

Hebrews 12-3-11
Do Not Grow Weary
Consider him who endured from sinners such hostility against himself, so that you may not grow weary or fainthearted.
4In your struggle against sin you have not yet resisted to the point of shedding your blood. And have you forgotten
the exhortation that addresses you as sons? “My son, do not regard lightly the discipline of the Lord, nor be weary
when reproved by him.

For the Lord disciplines the one he loves, and chastises every son whom he receives.”  It is for discipline that you
have to endure. God is treating you as sons. For what son is there whom his father does not discipline? If you are left
without discipline, in which all have participated, then you are illegitimate children and not sons. Besides this, we
have had earthly fathers who disciplined us and we respected them. Shall we not much more be subject to the Father
of spirits and live? For they disciplined us for a short time as it seemed best to them, but he disciplines us for our
good, that we may share his holiness. For the moment all discipline seems painful rather than pleasant, but later it
yields the peaceful fruit of righteousness to those who have been trained by it.

John 7:1-13
Jesus at the Feast of Booths
After this Jesus went about in Galilee. He would not go about in Judea, because the Jews were seeking to kill him.
Now the Jews’ Feast of Booths was at hand. So his brothers said to him, “Leave here and go to Judea, that your
disciples also may see the works you are doing. For no one works in secret if he seeks to be known openly. If you do
these things, show yourself to the world.” For not even his brothers believed in him. Jesus said to them, “My time
has not yet come, but your time is always here. The world cannot hate you, but it hates me because I testify about it
that its works are evil. You go up to the feast. I am not going up to this feast, for my time has not yet fully come.”
After saying this, he remained in Galilee.

But after his brothers had gone up to the feast, then he also went up, not publicly but in private. The Jews were
looking for him at the feast, and saying, “Where is he?” And there was much muttering about him among the people.
While some said, “He is a good man,” others said, “No, he is leading the people astray.” Yet for fear of the Jews no
one spoke openly of him.
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February 6, Saturday
Morning Prayer Psalms 75, 76 * Evening Prayer Psalms 23, 27

Hebrews 12:12-29
Therefore lift your drooping hands and strengthen your weak knees, and make straight paths for your feet, so that
what is lame may not be put out of joint but rather be healed. Strive for peace with everyone, and for the holiness
without which no one will see the Lord. See to it that no one fails to obtain the grace of God; that no “root of
bitterness” springs up and causes trouble, and by it many become defiled; that no one is sexually immoral or unholy
like Esau, who sold his birthright for a single meal. For you know that afterward, when he desired to inherit the
blessing, he was rejected, for he found no chance to repent, though he sought it with tears.

A Kingdom That Cannot Be Shaken
 For you have not come to what may be touched, a blazing fire and darkness and gloom and a tempest and the sound
of a trumpet and a voice whose words made the hearers beg that no further messages be spoken to them. For they
could not endure the order that was given, “If even a beast touches the mountain, it shall be stoned.” Indeed, so
terrifying was the sight that Moses said, “I tremble with fear.” But you have come to Mount Zion and to the city of
the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to innumerable angels in festal gathering, and to the assembly of the
firstborn who are enrolled in heaven, and to God, the judge of all, and to the spirits of the righteous made perfect,
and to Jesus, the mediator of a new covenant, and to the sprinkled blood that speaks a better word than the blood of
Abel.

See that you do not refuse him who is speaking. For if they did not escape when they refused him who warned them
on earth, much less will we escape if we reject him who warns from heaven. At that time his voice shook the earth,
but now he has promised, “Yet once more I will shake not only the earth but also the heavens.” This phrase, “Yet
once more,” indicates the removal of things that are shaken—that is, things that have been made—in order that the
things that cannot be shaken may remain. Therefore let us be grateful for receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken,
and thus let us offer to God acceptable worship, with reverence and awe, for our God is a consuming fire.

John 7:14-36
About the middle of the feast Jesus went up into the temple and began teaching. The Jews therefore marveled,
saying, “How is it that this man has learning, when he has never studied?” So Jesus answered them, “My teaching is
not mine, but his who sent me. If anyone’s will is to do God’s will, he will know whether the teaching is from God
or whether I am speaking on my own authority. The one who speaks on his own authority seeks his own glory; but
the one who seeks the glory of him who sent him is true, and in him there is no falsehood. Has not Moses given you
the law? Yet none of you keeps the law. Why do you seek to kill me?” The crowd answered, “You have a demon!
Who is seeking to kill you?” Jesus answered them, “I did one work, and you all marvel at it. Moses gave you
circumcision (not that it is from Moses, but from the fathers), and you circumcise a man on the Sabbath. If on the
Sabbath a man receives circumcision, so that the law of Moses may not be broken, are you angry with me because
on the Sabbath I made a man’s whole body well? Do not judge by appearances, but judge with right judgment.”

Can This Be the Christ?
Some of the people of Jerusalem therefore said, “Is not this the man whom they seek to kill? And here he is, speaking
openly, and they say nothing to him! Can it be that the authorities really know that this is the Christ? But we know
where this man comes from, and when the Christ appears, no one will know where he comes from.” So Jesus
proclaimed, as he taught in the temple, “You know me, and you know where I come from? But I have not come of
my own accord. He who sent me is true, and him you do not know. I know him, for I come from him, and he sent
me.” So they were seeking to arrest him, but no one laid a hand on him, because his hour had not yet come. Yet many
of the people believed in him. They said, “When the Christ appears, will he do more signs than this man has done?”
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Officers Sent to Arrest Jesus
The Pharisees heard the crowd muttering these things about him, and the chief priests and Pharisees sent officers to
arrest him. Jesus then said, “I will be with you a little longer, and then I am going to him who sent me. You will seek
me and you will not find me. Where I am you cannot come.” The Jews said to one another, “Where does this man
intend to go that we will not find him? Does he intend to go to the Dispersion among the Greeks and teach the
Greeks? What does he mean by saying, ‘You will seek me and you will not find me,’ and, ‘Where I am you cannot
come’?”
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February 7, Sunday
The Fifth Sunday after the Epiphany

2 Timothy 2:14-21
A Worker Approved by God
Remind them of these things, and charge them before God not to quarrel about words, which does no good, but only
ruins the hearers. Do your best to present yourself to God as one approved, a worker who has no need to be ashamed,
rightly handling the word of truth. But avoid irreverent babble, for it will lead people into more and more ungodliness,
and their talk will spread like gangrene. Among them are Hymenaeus and Philetus, who have swerved from the
truth, saying that the resurrection has already happened. They are upsetting the faith of some. But God’s firm
foundation stands, bearing this seal: “The Lord knows those who are his,” and, “Let everyone who names the name
of the Lord depart from iniquity.”

Now in a great house there are not only vessels of gold and silver but also of wood and clay, some for honorable use,
some for dishonorable. Therefore, if anyone cleanses himself from what is dishonorable, he will be a vessel for
honorable use, set apart as holy, useful to the master of the house, ready for every good work.

Mark 10:13-22
Let the Children Come to Me
And they were bringing children to him that he might touch them, and the disciples rebuked them. But when Jesus
saw it, he was indignant and said to them, “Let the children come to me; do not hinder them, for to such belongs the
kingdom of God. Truly, I say to you, whoever does not receive the kingdom of God like a child shall not enter it.”
And he took them in his arms and blessed them, laying his hands on them.

The Rich Young Man
And as he was setting out on his journey, a man ran up and knelt before him and asked him, “Good Teacher, what
must I do to inherit eternal life?” And Jesus said to him, “Why do you call me good? No one is good except God
alone. You know the commandments: ‘Do not murder, Do not commit adultery, Do not steal, Do not bear false
witness, Do not defraud, Honor your father and mother.’” And he said to him, “Teacher, all these I have kept from
my youth.” And Jesus, looking at him, loved him, and said to him, “You lack one thing: go, sell all that you have and
give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven; and come, follow me.” Disheartened by the saying, he went
away sorrowful, for he had great possessions.
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February 8, Monday

Hebrews 13:1-16
Sacrifices Pleasing to God
 Let brotherly love continue. Do not neglect to show hospitality to strangers, for thereby some have entertained
angels unawares.  Remember those who are in prison, as though in prison with them, and those who are mistreated,
since you also are in the body.  Let marriage be held in honor among all, and let the marriage bed be undefiled, for
God will judge the sexually immoral and adulterous. Keep your life free from love of money, and be content with
what you have, for he has said, “I will never leave you nor forsake you.” So we can confidently say, “The Lord is my
helper;I will not fear;what can man do to me?”

Remember your leaders, those who spoke to you the word of God. Consider the outcome of their way of life, and
imitate their faith. Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever. Do not be led away by diverse and
strange teachings, for it is good for the heart to be strengthened by grace, not by foods, which have not benefited
those devoted to them. We have an altar from which those who serve the tent have no right to eat. For the bodies of
those animals whose blood is brought into the holy places by the high priest as a sacrifice for sin are burned outside
the camp. So Jesus also suffered outside the gate in order to sanctify the people through his own blood. Therefore let
us go to him outside the camp and bear the reproach he endured. For here we have no lasting city, but we seek the
city that is to come. Through him then let us continually offer up a sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the fruit of lips
that acknowledge his name. Do not neglect to do good and to share what you have, for such sacrifices are pleasing
to God.

John 7:37-52
Rivers of Living Water
On the last day of the feast, the great day, Jesus stood up and cried out, “If anyone thirsts, let him come to me and
drink. Whoever believes in me, as the Scripture has said, ‘Out of his heart will flow rivers of living water.’” Now
this he said about the Spirit, whom those who believed in him were to receive, for as yet the Spirit had not been
given, because Jesus was not yet glorified.

Division Among the People
When they heard these words, some of the people said, “This really is the Prophet.” Others said, “This is the Christ.”
But some said, “Is the Christ to come from Galilee? Has not the Scripture said that the Christ comes from the
offspring of David, and comes from Bethlehem, the village where David was?” So there was a division among the
people over him. Some of them wanted to arrest him, but no one laid hands on him.

The officers then came to the chief priests and Pharisees, who said to them, “Why did you not bring him?” The
officers answered, “No one ever spoke like this man!” The Pharisees answered them, “Have you also been deceived?
Have any of the authorities or the Pharisees believed in him? But this crowd that does not know the law is accursed.”
Nicodemus, who had gone to him before, and who was one of them, said to them, “Does our law judge a man
without first giving him a hearing and learning what he does?” They replied, “Are you from Galilee too? Search and
see that no prophet arises from Galilee.
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February 9, Tuesday

Obey your leaders and submit to them, for they are keeping watch over your souls, as those who will have to give an
account.

I urge you the
more earnestly to do this in order that I may be restored to you the sooner.

I appeal to you therefore, brothers, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and
acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship. Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the
renewal of your mind, that by testing you may discern what is the will of God, what is good and acceptable and
perfect.

Gifts of Grace
 For by the grace given to me I say to everyone among you not to think of himself more highly than he ought to
think, but to think with sober judgment, each according to the measure of faith that God has assigned. For as in one
body we have many members, and the members do not all have the same function, so we, though many, are one body
in Christ, and individually members one of another. Having gifts that differ according to the grace given to us, let us
use them: if prophecy, in proportion to our faith; 7if service, in our serving; the one who teaches, in his teaching; the
one who exhorts, in his exhortation; the one who contributes, in generosity; the one who leads, with zeal; the one
who does acts of mercy, with cheerfulness.

John 8:12-20
I Am the Light of the World
Again Jesus spoke to them, saying, “I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will not walk in darkness, but
will have the light of life.” So the Pharisees said to him, “You are bearing witness about yourself; your testimony is
not true.” Jesus answered, “Even if I do bear witness about myself, my testimony is true, for I know where I came
from and where I am going, but you do not know where I come from or where I am going. You judge according to
the flesh; I judge no one. 1Yet even if I do judge, my judgment is true, for it is not I alone who judge, but I and the
Father who sent me. In your Law it is written that the testimony of two people is true. I am the one who bears witness
about myself, and the Father who sent me bears witness about me.” They said to him therefore, “Where is your
Father?” Jesus answered, “You know neither me nor my Father. If you knew me, you would know my Father also.”
These words he spoke in the treasury, as he taught in the temple; but no one arrested him, because his hour had not
yet come.
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February 11, Thursday

Romans 12:9-21
Marks of the True Christian
Let love be genuine. Abhor what is evil; hold fast to what is good. Love one another with brotherly affection. Outdo
one another in showing honor. Do not be slothful in zeal, be fervent in spirit, serve the Lord. Rejoice in hope, be
patient in tribulation, be constant in prayer. Contribute to the needs of the saints and seek to show hospitality.

Bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse them. Rejoice with those who rejoice, weep with those who
weep. Live in harmony with one another. Do not be haughty, but associate with the lowly. Never be wise in your
own sight. Repay no one evil for evil, but give thought to do what is honorable in the sight of all. If possible, so far
as it depends on you, live peaceably with all. Beloved, never avenge yourselves, but leave it to the wrath of God, for
it is written, “Vengeance is mine, I will repay, says the Lord.” To the contrary, “if your enemy is hungry, feed him;
if he is thirsty, give him something to drink; for by so doing you will heap burning coals on his head.” Do not be
overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good.

John 8:21-32
So he said to them again, “I am going away, and you will seek me, and you will die in your sin. Where I am going,
you cannot come.” So the Jews said, “Will he kill himself, since he says, ‘Where I am going, you cannot come’?” He
said to them, “You are from below; I am from above. You are of this world; I am not of this world. I told you that you
would die in your sins, for unless you believe that I am he you will die in your sins.” So they said to him, “Who are
you?” Jesus said to them, “Just what I have been telling you from the beginning. I have much to say about you and
much to judge, but he who sent me is true, and I declare to the world what I have heard from him.” They did not
understand that he had been speaking to them about the Father. So Jesus said to them, “When you have lifted up the
Son of Man, then you will know that I am he, and that I do nothing on my own authority, but speak just as the Father
taught me. And he who sent me is with me. He has not left me alone, for I always do the things that are pleasing to
him.” As he was saying these things, many believed in him.

The Truth Will Set You Free
So Jesus said to the Jews who had believed in him, “If you abide in my word, you are truly my disciples, and you
will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.”
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February 12, Friday

Romans 13:1-14
Submission to the Authorities
Let every person be subject to the governing authorities. For there is no authority except from God, and those that
exist have been instituted by God. Therefore whoever resists the authorities resists what God has appointed, and
those who resist will incur judgment. For rulers are not a terror to good conduct, but to bad. Would you have no fear
of the one who is in authority? Then do what is good, and you will receive his approval, for he is God’s servant for
your good. But if you do wrong, be afraid, for he does not bear the sword in vain. For he is the servant of God, an
avenger who carries out God’s wrath on the wrongdoer. Therefore one must be in subjection, not only to avoid
God’s wrath but also for the sake of conscience. For because of this you also pay taxes, for the authorities are
ministers of God, attending to this very thing. Pay to all what is owed to them: taxes to whom taxes are owed,
revenue to whom revenue is owed, respect to whom respect is owed, honor to whom honor is owed.

Fulfilling the Law Through Love
Owe no one anything, except to love each other, for the one who loves another has fulfilled the law. For the
commandments, “You shall not commit adultery, You shall not murder, You shall not steal, You shall not covet,” and
any other commandment, are summed up in this word: “You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” Love does no
wrong to a neighbor; therefore love is the fulfilling of the law.

Besides this you know the time, that the hour has come for you to wake from sleep. For salvation is nearer to us now
than when we first believed. The night is far gone; the day is at hand. So then let us cast off the works of darkness
and put on the armor of light. Let us walk properly as in the daytime, not in orgies and drunkenness, not in sexual
immorality and sensuality, not in quarreling and jealousy. But put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision
for the flesh, to gratify its desires.

John 8:33-47
They answered him, “We are offspring of Abraham and have never been enslaved to anyone. How is it that you say,
‘You will become free’?”

Jesus answered them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, everyone who commits sin is a slave to sin. 3 The slave does not
remain in the house forever; the son remains forever. So if the Son sets you free, you will be free indeed. I know that
you are offspring of Abraham; yet you seek to kill me because my word finds no place in you. I speak of what I have
seen with my Father, and you do what you have heard from your father.”

You Are of Your Father the Devil
They answered him, “Abraham is our father.” Jesus said to them, “If you were Abraham’s children, you would be
doing the works Abraham did, but now you seek to kill me, a man who has told you the truth that I heard from God.
This is not what Abraham did. You are doing the works your father did.” They said to him, “We were not born of
sexual immorality. We have one Father—even God.” Jesus said to them, “If God were your Father, you would love
me, for I came from God and I am here. I came not of my own accord, but he sent me. Why do you not understand
what I say? It is because you cannot bear to hear my word. You are of your father the devil, and your will is to do
your father’s desires. He was a murderer from the beginning, and has nothing to do with the truth, because there is
no truth in him. When he lies, he speaks out of his own character, for he is a liar and the father of lies. But because
I tell the truth, you do not believe me. Which one of you convicts me of sin? If I tell the truth, why do you not believe
me? Whoever is of God hears the words of God. The reason why you do not hear them is that you are not of God.”
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February 13, Saturday

Romans 14:1-23
Do Not Pass Judgment on One Another
As for the one who is weak in faith, welcome him, but not to quarrel over opinions. One person believes he may eat
anything, while the weak person eats only vegetables. Let not the one who eats despise the one who abstains, and let
not the one who abstains pass judgment on the one who eats, for God has welcomed him. Who are you to pass
judgment on the servant of another? It is before his own master that he stands or falls. And he will be upheld, for the
Lord is able to make him stand.

One person esteems one day as better than another, while another esteems all days alike. Each one should be fully
convinced in his own mind. The one who observes the day, observes it in honor of the Lord. The one who eats, eats
in honor of the Lord, since he gives thanks to God, while the one who abstains, abstains in honor of the Lord and
gives thanks to God. For none of us lives to himself, and none of us dies to himself. For if we live, we live to the
Lord, and if we die, we die to the Lord. So then, whether we live or whether we die, we are the Lord’s. For to this end
Christ died and lived again, that he might be Lord both of the dead and of the living.

Why do you pass judgment on your brother? Or you, why do you despise your brother? For we will all stand before
the judgment seat of God; for it is written, “As I live, says the Lord, every knee shall bow to me, and every tongue
shall confess to God.”

So then each of us will give an account of himself to God.

Do Not Cause Another to Stumble
Therefore let us not pass judgment on one another any longer, but rather decide never to put a stumbling block or
hindrance in the way of a brother. I know and am persuaded in the Lord Jesus that nothing is unclean in itself, but it
is unclean for anyone who thinks it unclean. For if your brother is grieved by what you eat, you are no longer
walking in love. By what you eat, do not destroy the one for whom Christ died. So do not let what you regard as
good be spoken of as evil. For the kingdom of God is not a matter of eating and drinking but of righteousness and
peace and joy in the Holy Spirit. Whoever thus serves Christ is acceptable to God and approved by men. So then let
us pursue what makes for peace and for mutual upbuilding.

Do not, for the sake of food, destroy the work of God. Everything is indeed clean, but it is wrong for anyone to make
another stumble by what he eats. It is good not to eat meat or drink wine or do anything that causes your brother to
stumble. The faith that you have, keep between yourself and God. Blessed is the one who has no reason to pass
judgment on himself for what he approves. But whoever has doubts is condemned if he eats, because the eating is
not from faith. For whatever does not proceed from faith is sin.

John 8:47-59
Whoever is of God hears the words of God. The reason why you do not hear them is that you are not of God.”

Before Abraham Was, I Am
The Jews answered him, “Are we not right in saying that you are a Samaritan and have a demon?” Jesus answered,
“I do not have a demon, but I honor my Father, and you dishonor me. Yet I do not seek my own glory; there is One
who seeks it, and he is the judge. Truly, truly, I say to you, if anyone keeps my word, he will never see death.” The
Jews said to him, “Now we know that you have a demon! Abraham died, as did the prophets, yet you say, ‘If anyone
keeps my word, he will never taste death.’  Are you greater than our father Abraham, who died? And the prophets
died! Who do you make yourself out to be?” Jesus answered, “If I glorify myself, my glory is nothing. It is my
Father who glorifies me, of whom you say, ‘He is our God.’ But you have not known him. I know him. If I were to
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say that I do not know him, I would be a liar like you, but I do know him and I keep his word. Your father Abraham
rejoiced that he would see my day. He saw it and was glad.” So the Jews said to him, “You are not yet fifty years old,
and have you seen Abraham?” Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, before Abraham was, I am.” So they
picked up stones to throw at him, but Jesus hid himself and went out of the temple.
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February 14, Sunday
The Last Sunday after the Epiphany

Morning Prayer Psalms  148, 149, 150  * Evening Prayer Psalm 114, 115

2 Corinthians  3:7-18
Now if the ministry of death, carved in letters on stone, came with such glory that the Israelites could not gaze at
Moses’ face because of its glory, which was being brought to an end, will not the ministry of the Spirit have even
more glory? For if there was glory in the ministry of condemnation, the ministry of righteousness must far exceed it
in glory. Indeed, in this case, what once had glory has come to have no glory at all, because of the glory that
surpasses it. For if what was being brought to an end came with glory, much more will what is permanent have glory.

Since we have such a hope, we are very bold, not like Moses, who would put a veil over his face so that the Israelites
might not gaze at the outcome of what was being brought to an end. But their minds were hardened. For to this day,
when they read the old covenant, that same veil remains unlifted, because only through Christ is it taken away. Yes,
to this day whenever Moses is read a veil lies over their hearts. But when one turns to the Lord, the veil is removed.
Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. And we all, with unveiled face,
beholding the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from one degree of glory to another. For
this comes from the Lord who is the Spirit.

Luke 9:18-27
Peter Confesses Jesus as the Christ
Now it happened that as he was praying alone, the disciples were with him. And he asked them, “Who do the crowds
say that I am?” And they answered, “John the Baptist. But others say, Elijah, and others, that one of the prophets of
old has risen.” Then he said to them, “But who do you say that I am?” And Peter answered, “The Christ of God.”

Jesus Foretells His Death
And he strictly charged and commanded them to tell this to no one, saying, “The Son of Man must suffer many
things and be rejected by the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and on the third day be raised.”

Take Up Your Cross and Follow Jesus
And he said to all, “If anyone would come after me, let him deny himself and take up his cross daily and follow me.
For whoever would save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake will save it. For what does it profit
a man if he gains the whole world and loses or forfeits himself? For whoever is ashamed of me and of my words, of
him will the Son of Man be ashamed when he comes in his glory and the glory of the Father and of the holy angels.
But I tell you truly, there are some standing here who will not taste death until they see the kingdom of God.”
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February 15, Monday

Philippians 2:1-13
Christ’s Example of Humility
So if there is any encouragement in Christ, any comfort from love, any participation in the Spirit, any affection and
sympathy, complete my joy by being of the same mind, having the same love, being in full accord and of one mind.
Do nothing from rivalry or conceit, but in humility count others more significant than yourselves. Let each of you
look not only to his own interests, but also to the interests of others. Have this mind among yourselves, which is
yours in Christ Jesus, who, though he was in the form of God, did not count equality with God a thing to be grasped,
but made himself nothing, taking the form of a servant, being born in the likeness of men. And being found in human
form, he humbled himself by becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a cross. Therefore God has
highly exalted him and bestowed on him the name that is above every name, so that at the name of Jesus every knee
should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the
glory of God the Father.

Lights in the World
Therefore, my beloved, as you have always obeyed, so now, not only as in my presence but much more in my
absence, work out your own salvation with fear and trembling, for it is God who works in you, both to will and to
work for his good pleasure.

John 18:15-18, 25-27
Peter Denies Jesus
Simon Peter followed Jesus, and so did another disciple. Since that disciple was known to the high priest, he entered
with Jesus into the court of the high priest,  but Peter stood outside at the door. So the other disciple, who was known
to the high priest, went out and spoke to the servant girl who kept watch at the door, and brought Peter in. The
servant girl at the door said to Peter, “You also are not one of this man’s disciples, are you?” He said, “I am not.”
Now the servants and officers had made a charcoal fire, because it was cold, and they were standing and warming
themselves. Peter also was with them, standing and warming himself.

Peter Denies Jesus Again
Now Simon Peter was standing and warming himself. So they said to him, “You also are not one of his disciples, are
you?” He denied it and said, “I am not.” One of the servants of the high priest, a relative of the man whose ear Peter
had cut off, asked, “Did I not see you in the garden with him?” Peter again denied it, and at once a rooster crowed.
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February 16, Tuesday

Philippians 3:1-11
Righteousness Through Faith in Christ
Finally, my brothers, rejoice in the Lord. To write the same things to you is no trouble to me and is safe for you.

Look out for the dogs, look out for the evildoers, look out for those who mutilate the flesh. For we are the circumcision,
who worship by the Spirit of God and glory in Christ Jesus and put no confidence in the flesh—though I myself have
reason for confidence in the flesh also. If anyone else thinks he has reason for confidence in the flesh, I have more:
circumcised on the eighth day, of the people of Israel, of the tribe of Benjamin, a Hebrew of Hebrews; as to the law,
a Pharisee; as to zeal, a persecutor of the church; as to righteousness under the law, blameless. But whatever gain I
had, I counted as loss for the sake of Christ. Indeed, I count everything as loss because of the surpassing worth of
knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. For his sake I have suffered the loss of all things and count them as rubbish, in order
that I may gain Christ and be found in him, not having a righteousness of my own that comes from the law, but that
which comes through faith in Christ, the righteousness from God that depends on faith—that I may know him and
the power of his resurrection, and may share his sufferings, becoming like him in his death, that by any means
possible I may attain the resurrection from the dead.

John 18:28-38
Jesus Before Pilate
Then they led Jesus from the house of Caiaphas to the governor’s headquarters. It was early morning. They themselves
did not enter the governor’s headquarters, so that they would not be defiled, but could eat the Passover. So Pilate
went outside to them and said, “What accusation do you bring against this man?” They answered him, “If this man
were not doing evil, we would not have delivered him over to you.” Pilate said to them, “Take him yourselves and
judge him by your own law.” The Jews said to him, “It is not lawful for us to put anyone to death.” This was to fulfill
the word that Jesus had spoken to show by what kind of death he was going to die.

My Kingdom Is Not of This World
So Pilate entered his headquarters again and called Jesus and said to him, “Are you the King of the Jews?” Jesus
answered, “Do you say this of your own accord, or did others say it to you about me?” Pilate answered, “Am I a
Jew? Your own nation and the chief priests have delivered you over to me. What have you done?” Jesus answered,
“My kingdom is not of this world. If my kingdom were of this world, my servants would have been fighting, that I
might not be delivered over to the Jews. But my kingdom is not from the world.” Then Pilate said to him, “So you
are a king?” Jesus answered, “You say that I am a king. For this purpose I was born and for this purpose I have come
into the world— to bear witness to the truth. Everyone who is of the truth listens to my voice.” Pilate said to him,
“What is truth?”

After he had said this, he went back outside to the Jews and told them, “I find no guilt in him.
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February 17, Wednesday
Ash Wednesday

Morning Prayer Psalm 95 & 32, 143   * Evening Prayer Psalms  102, 130

Hebrews 12:1-14
Jesus, Founder and Perfecter of Our Faith
Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every weight, and sin which
clings so closely, and let us run with endurance the race that is set before us, looking to Jesus, the founder and
perfecter of our faith, who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is seated
at the right hand of the throne of God.

Do Not Grow Weary
Consider him who endured from sinners such hostility against himself, so that you may not grow weary or
fainthearted. In your struggle against sin you have not yet resisted to the point of shedding your blood. And have
you forgotten the exhortation that addresses you as sons?

    “My son, do not regard lightly the discipline of the Lord,  nor be weary when reproved by him. For the Lord
disciplines the one he loves, and chastises every son whom he receives.”

It is for discipline that you have to endure. God is treating you as sons. For what son is there whom his father does
not discipline? If you are left without discipline, in which all have participated, then you are illegitimate children
and not sons. Besides this, we have had earthly fathers who disciplined us and we respected them. Shall we not
much more be subject to the Father of spirits and live? For they disciplined us for a short time as it seemed best to
them, but he disciplines us for our good, that we may share his holiness. For the moment all discipline seems painful
rather than pleasant, but later it yields the peaceful fruit of righteousness to those who have been trained by it.

Therefore lift your drooping hands and strengthen your weak knees, and make straight paths for your feet, so that
what is lame may not be put out of joint but rather be healed. Strive for peace with everyone, and for the holiness
without which no one will see the Lord.

Luke 18:9-14
The Pharisee and the Tax Collector
He also told this parable to some who trusted in themselves that they were righteous, and treated others with contempt:
“Two men went up into the temple to pray, one a Pharisee and the other a tax collector. The Pharisee, standing by
himself, prayed thus: ‘God, I thank you that I am not like other men, extortioners, unjust, adulterers, or even like this
tax collector. I fast twice a week; I give tithes of all that I get.’ But the tax collector, standing far off, would not even
lift up his eyes to heaven, but beat his breast, saying, ‘God, be merciful to me, a sinner!’ I tell you, this man went
down to his house justified, rather than the other. For everyone who exalts himself will be humbled, but the one who
humbles himself will be exalted.”

February 18, Thursday
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Morning Prayer Psalms  37:1-18  * Evening Prayer Psalm 37:19-42

Philippians 3:12-21
Straining Toward the Goal
Not that I have already obtained this or am already perfect, but I press on to make it my own, because Christ Jesus
has made me his own. Brothers, I do not consider that I have made it my own. But one thing I do: forgetting what lies
behind and straining forward to what lies ahead, I press on toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in
Christ Jesus. Let those of us who are mature think this way, and if in anything you think otherwise, God will reveal
that also to you. Only let us hold true to what we have attained.

Brothers, join in imitating me, and keep your eyes on those who walk according to the example you have in us. For
many, of whom I have often told you and now tell you even with tears, walk as enemies of the cross of Christ. Their
end is destruction, their god is their belly, and they glory in their shame, with minds set on earthly things. But our
citizenship is in heaven, and from it we await a Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, who will transform our lowly body to
be like his glorious body, by the power that enables him even to subject all things to himself.

John 17:1-8
The High Priestly Prayer
When Jesus had spoken these words, he lifted up his eyes to heaven, and said, “Father, the hour has come; glorify
your Son that the Son may glorify you, since you have given him authority over all flesh, to give eternal life to all
whom you have given him. And this is eternal life, that they know you the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom
you have sent. I glorified you on earth, having accomplished the work that you gave me to do. And now, Father,
glorify me in your own presence with the glory that I had with you before the world existed.

“I have manifested your name to the people whom you gave me out of the world. Yours they were, and you gave
them to me, and they have kept your word. Now they know that everything that you have given me is from you. For
I have given them the words that you gave me, and they have received them and have come to know in truth that I
came from you; and they have believed that you sent me.

February 19, Friday
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Morning Prayer Psalm 95 & 31 * Evening Prayer Psalms 35

Philippians 4:1-9
Therefore, my brothers, whom I love and long for, my joy and crown, stand firm thus in the Lord, my beloved.

Exhortation, Encouragement, and Prayer
I entreat Euodia and I entreat Syntyche to agree in the Lord. Yes, I ask you also, true companion, help these women,
who have labored side by side with me in the gospel together with Clement and the rest of my fellow workers, whose
names are in the book of life.

Rejoice in the Lord always; again I will say, Rejoice. Let your reasonableness be known to everyone. The Lord is at
hand;  do not be anxious about anything, but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your
requests be made known to God. And the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts
and your minds in Christ Jesus.

Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is just, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely,
whatever is commendable, if there is any excellence, if there is anything worthy of praise, think about these things.
What you have learned and received and heard and seen in me—practice these things, and the God of peace will be
with you.

John 17:9-19
I am praying for them. I am not praying for the world but for those whom you have given me, for they are yours. All
mine are yours, and yours are mine, and I am glorified in them. And I am no longer in the world, but they are in the
world, and I am coming to you. Holy Father, keep them in your name, which you have given me, that they may be
one, even as we are one. While I was with them, I kept them in your name, which you have given me. I have guarded
them, and not one of them has been lost except the son of destruction, that the Scripture might be fulfilled. But now
I am coming to you, and these things I speak in the world, that they may have my joy fulfilled in themselves. I have
given them your word, and the world has hated them because they are not of the world, just as I am not of the world.
I do not ask that you take them out of the world, but that you keep them from the evil one. They are not of the world,
just as I am not of the world. Sanctify them in the truth; your word is truth. As you sent me into the world, so I have
sent them into the world. And for their sake I consecrate myself, that they also may be sanctified in truth.

February 20, Saturday

Philippians 4:10-20
God’s Provision
I rejoiced in the Lord greatly that now at length you have revived your concern for me. You were indeed concerned
for me, but you had no opportunity. Not that I am speaking of being in need, for I have learned in whatever situation
I am to be content. I know how to be brought low, and I know how to abound. In any and every circumstance, I have
learned the secret of facing plenty and hunger, abundance and need. I can do all things through him who strengthens
me.

Yet it was kind of you to share my trouble. And you Philippians yourselves know that in the beginning of the gospel,
when I left Macedonia, no church entered into partnership with me in giving and receiving, except you only. Even
in Thessalonica you sent me help for my needs once and again. Not that I seek the gift, but I seek the fruit that
increases to your credit. I have received full payment, and more. I am well supplied, having received from Epaphroditus
the gifts you sent, a fragrant offering, a sacrifice acceptable and pleasing to God. And my God will supply every
need of yours according to his riches in glory in Christ Jesus. To our God and Father be glory forever and ever.
Amen.

John 17:20-26
“I do not ask for these only, but also for those who will believe in me through their word, that they may all be one,
just as you, Father, are in me, and I in you, that they also may be in us, so that the world may believe that you have
sent me. The glory that you have given me I have given to them, that they may be one even as we are one, I in them
and you in me, that they may become perfectly one, so that the world may know that you sent me and loved them
even as you loved me. Father, I desire that they also, whom you have given me, may be with me where I am, to see
my glory that you have given me because you loved me before the foundation of the world. O righteous Father, even
though the world does not know you, I know you, and these know that you have sent me. I made known to them your
name, and I will continue to make it known, that the love with which you have loved me may be in them, and I in
them.”

The First Sunday in Lent
Morning Prayer Psalms 63:1-8(9-11), 98 * Evening Prayer Psalm 103

Hebrews 2:10-18
For it was fitting that he, for whom and by whom all things exist, in bringing many sons to glory, should make the
founder of their salvation perfect through suffering. For he who sanctifies and those who are sanctified all have one
source. That is why he is not ashamed to call them brothers, saying, “I will tell of your name to my brothers; in the
midst of the congregation I will sing your praise.”

And again, “I will put my trust in him.”  And again, “Behold, I and the children God has given me.”

Since therefore the children share in flesh and blood, he himself likewise partook of the same things, that through
death he might destroy the one who has the power of death, that is, the devil, and deliver all those who through fear
of death were subject to lifelong slavery. For surely it is not angels that he helps, but he helps the offspring of
Abraham. Therefore he had to be made like his brothers in every respect, so that he might become a merciful and
faithful high priest in the service of God, to make propitiation for the sins of the people. For because he himself has
suffered when tempted, he is able to help those who are being tempted.

John 12:44-50
Jesus Came to Save the World
And Jesus cried out and said, “Whoever believes in me, believes not in me but in him who sent me. And whoever
sees me sees him who sent me. I have come into the world as light, so that whoever believes in me may not remain
in darkness. If anyone hears my words and does not keep them, I do not judge him; for I did not come to judge the
world but to save the world. The one who rejects me and does not receive my words has a judge; the word that I have
spoken will judge him on the last day. For I have not spoken on my own authority, but the Father who sent me has
himself given me a commandment—what to say and what to speak. And I know that his commandment is eternal
life. What I say, therefore, I say as the Father has told me.”

February 22, Monday
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Morning Prayer Psalms  41, 52  * Evening Prayer Psalms  44

1  Corinthians 1:1-19
Greeting
Paul, called by the will of God to be an apostle of Christ Jesus, and our brother Sosthenes, To the church of God that
is in Corinth, to those sanctified in Christ Jesus, called to be saints together with all those who in every place call
upon the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, both their Lord and ours: Grace to you and peace from God our Father and
the Lord Jesus Christ.

Thanksgiving
I give thanks to my God always for you because of the grace of God that was given you in Christ Jesus, that in every
way you were enriched in him in all speech and all knowledge— even as the testimony about Christ was confirmed
among you— so that you are not lacking in any spiritual gift, as you wait for the revealing of our Lord Jesus Christ,
who will sustain you to the end, guiltless in the day of our Lord Jesus Christ. God is faithful, by whom you were
called into the fellowship of his Son, Jesus Christ our Lord.

Divisions in the Church
I appeal to you, brothers, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you agree, and that there be no divisions
among you, but that you be united in the same mind and the same judgment. For it has been reported to me by
Chloe’s people that there is quarreling among you, my brothers. What I mean is that each one of you says, “I follow
Paul,” or “I follow Apollos,” or “I follow Cephas,” or “I follow Christ.” Is Christ divided? Was Paul crucified for
you? Or were you baptized in the name of Paul? I thank God that I baptized none of you except Crispus and Gaius,
so that no one may say that you were baptized in my name. (I did baptize also the household of Stephanas. Beyond
that, I do not know whether I baptized anyone else.) For Christ did not send me to baptize but to preach the gospel,
and not with words of eloquent wisdom, lest the cross of Christ be emptied of its power.

Christ the Wisdom and Power of God
For the word of the cross is folly to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God. For
it is written, “I will destroy the wisdom of the wise, and the discernment of the discerning I will thwart.”

Mark 1:1-13
John the Baptist Prepares the Way
 The beginning of the gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God. As it is written in Isaiah the prophet, “Behold, I send
my messenger before your face,  who will prepare your way, the voice of one crying in the wilderness: ‘Prepare the
way of the Lord, make his paths straight,’”  John appeared, baptizing in the wilderness and proclaiming a baptism of
repentance for the forgiveness of sins. And all the country of Judea and all Jerusalem were going out to him and were
being baptized by him in the river Jordan, confessing their sins. Now John was clothed with camel’s hair and wore
a leather belt around his waist and ate locusts and wild honey. And he preached, saying, “After me comes he who is
mightier than I, the strap of whose sandals I am not worthy to stoop down and untie. I have baptized you with water,
but he will baptize you with the Holy Spirit.”

The Baptism of Jesus
In those days Jesus came from Nazareth of Galilee and was baptized by John in the Jordan. And when he came up
out of the water, immediately he saw the heavens being torn open and the Spirit descending on him like a dove. And
a voice came from heaven, “You are my beloved Son; with you I am well pleased.”

The Temptation of Jesus
The Spirit immediately drove him out into the wilderness. And he was in the wilderness forty days, being tempted
by Satan. And he was with the wild animals, and the angels were ministering to him.
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February 23, Tuesday
Morning Prayer Psalm  45  * Evening Prayer Psalms  47, 48

1 Corinthians 1:20-31
Where is the one who is wise? Where is the scribe? Where is the debater of this age? Has not God made foolish the
wisdom of the world? For since, in the wisdom of God, the world did not know God through wisdom, it pleased God
through the folly of what we preach to save those who believe. For Jews demand signs and Greeks seek wisdom, but
we preach Christ crucified, a stumbling block to Jews and folly to Gentiles, but to those who are called, both Jews
and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. For the foolishness of God is wiser than men, and the
weakness of God is stronger than men.

For consider your calling, brothers: not many of you were wise according to worldly standards, not many were
powerful, not many were of noble birth. But God chose what is foolish in the world to shame the wise; God chose
what is weak in the world to shame the strong; God chose what is low and despised in the world, even things that are
not, to bring to nothing things that are, so that no human being might boast in the presence of God. And because of
him you are in Christ Jesus, who became to us wisdom from God, righteousness and sanctification and redemption,
so that, as it is written, “Let the one who boasts, boast in the Lord.”

Mark 1:14-28
Jesus Begins His Ministry
Now after John was arrested, Jesus came into Galilee, proclaiming the gospel of God, and saying, “The time is
fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand; repent and believe in the gospel.”

Jesus Calls the First Disciples
Passing alongside the Sea of Galilee, he saw Simon and Andrew the brother of Simon casting a net into the sea, for
they were fishermen. And Jesus said to them, “Follow me, and I will make you become fishers of men.” And
immediately they left their nets and followed him. And going on a little farther, he saw James the son of Zebedee and
John his brother, who were in their boat mending the nets. And immediately he called them, and they left their father
Zebedee in the boat with the hired servants and followed him.

Jesus Heals a Man with an Unclean Spirit
And they went into Capernaum, and immediately on the Sabbath he entered the synagogue and was teaching. And
they were astonished at his teaching, for he taught them as one who had authority, and not as the scribes. And
immediately there was in their synagogue a man with an unclean spirit. And he cried out, “What have you to do with
us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? I know who you are— the Holy One of God.” But Jesus
rebuked him, saying, “Be silent, and come out of him!” And the unclean spirit, convulsing him and crying out with
a loud voice, came out of him. And they were all amazed, so that they questioned among themselves, saying, “What
is this? A new teaching with authority! He commands even the unclean spirits, and they obey him.” And at once his
fame spread everywhere throughout all the surrounding region of Galilee.

February 24, Wednesday
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St. Matthias
Morning Prayer Psalm  80 * Evening Prayer Psalm  33

1 John 2:18-25
Warning Concerning Antichrists
Children, it is the last hour, and as you have heard that antichrist is coming, so now many antichrists have come.
Therefore we know that it is the last hour. They went out from us, but they were not of us; for if they had been of us,
they would have continued with us. But they went out, that it might become plain that they all are not of us. But you
have been anointed by the Holy One, and you all have knowledge. I write to you, not because you do not know the
truth, but because you know it, and because no lie is of the truth. Who is the liar but he who denies that Jesus is the
Christ? This is the antichrist, he who denies the Father and the Son. No one who denies the Son has the Father.
Whoever confesses the Son has the Father also. Let what you heard from the beginning abide in you. If what you
heard from the beginning abides in you, then you too will abide in the Son and in the Father. And this is the promise
that he made to us— eternal life.

Acts 20:17-35
Paul Speaks to the Ephesian Elders
Now from Miletus he sent to Ephesus and called the elders of the church to come to him. And when they came to
him, he said to them:   “You yourselves know how I lived among you the whole time from the first day that I set foot
in Asia, serving the Lord with all humility and with tears and with trials that happened to me through the plots of the
Jews; how I did not shrink from declaring to you anything that was profitable, and teaching you in public and from
house to house, testifying both to Jews and to Greeks of repentance toward God and of faith in our Lord Jesus Christ.
And now, behold, I am going to Jerusalem, constrained by the Spirit, not knowing what will happen to me there,
except that the Holy Spirit testifies to me in every city that imprisonment and afflictions await me. But I do not
account my life of any value nor as precious to myself, if only I may finish my course and the ministry that I
received from the Lord Jesus, to testify to the gospel of the grace of God. And now, behold, I know that none of you
among whom I have gone about proclaiming the kingdom will see my face again. Therefore I testify to you this day
that I am innocent of the blood of all of you, for I did not shrink from declaring to you the whole counsel of God. Pay
careful attention to yourselves and to all the flock, in which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to care for the
church of God, which he obtained with his own blood. I know that after my departure fierce wolves will come in
among you, not sparing the flock; and from among your own selves will arise men speaking twisted things, to draw
away the disciples after them. Therefore be alert, remembering that for three years I did not cease night or day to
admonish everyone with tears. And now I commend you to God and to the word of his grace, which is able to build
you up and to give you the inheritance among all those who are sanctified. I coveted no one’s silver or gold or
apparel. You yourselves know that these hands ministered to my necessities and to those who were with me. In all
things I have shown you that by working hard in this way we must help the weak and remember the words of the
Lord Jesus, how he himself said, ‘It is more blessed to give than to receive.’”

February 25, Thursday
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Morning Prayer Psalms  50  * Evening Prayer Psalms  [59, 60] or 19, 46

1 Corinthians 2:14—3:15
The natural person does not accept the things of the Spirit of God, for they are folly to him, and he is not able to
understand them because they are spiritually discerned. The spiritual person judges all things, but is himself to be
judged by no one. “For who has understood the mind of the Lord so as to instruct him?” But we have the mind of
Christ.

Divisions in the Church
 But I, brothers, could not address you as spiritual people, but as people of the flesh, as infants in Christ.  I fed you
with milk, not solid food, for you were not ready for it. And even now you are not yet ready, for you are still of the
flesh. For while there is jealousy and strife among you, are you not of the flesh and behaving only in a human way?
For when one says, “I follow Paul,” and another, “I follow Apollos,” are you not being merely human?

What then is Apollos? What is Paul? Servants through whom you believed, as the Lord assigned to each. I planted,
Apollos watered, but God gave the growth. So neither he who plants nor he who waters is anything, but only God
who gives the growth. He who plants and he who waters are one, and each will receive his wages according to his
labor. For we are God’s fellow workers. You are God’s field, God’s building.

According to the grace of God given to me, like a skilled master builder I laid a foundation, and someone else is
building upon it. Let each one take care how he builds upon it. For no one can lay a foundation other than that which
is laid, which is Jesus Christ. Now if anyone builds on the foundation with gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay,
straw—each one’s work will become manifest, for the Day will disclose it, because it will be revealed by fire, and
the fire will test what sort of work each one has done. If the work that anyone has built on the foundation survives,
he will receive a reward. If anyone’s work is burned up, he will suffer loss, though he himself will be saved, but only
as through fire.

Mark 2:1-12
Jesus Heals a Paralytic
And when he returned to Capernaum after some days, it was reported that he was at home. And many were gathered
together, so that there was no more room, not even at the door. And he was preaching the word to them.  And they
came, bringing to him a paralytic carried by four men. And when they could not get near him because of the crowd,
they removed the roof above him, and when they had made an opening, they let down the bed on which the paralytic
lay. And when Jesus saw their faith, he said to the paralytic, “Son, your sins are forgiven.” Now some of the scribes
were sitting there, questioning in their hearts, “Why does this man speak like that? He is blaspheming! Who can
forgive sins but God alone?” And immediately Jesus, perceiving in his spirit that they thus questioned within
themselves, said to them, “Why do you question these things in your hearts? Which is easier, to say to the paralytic,
‘Your sins are forgiven,’ or to say, ‘Rise, take up your bed and walk’? 1But that you may know that the Son of Man
has authority on earth to forgive sins”—he said to the paralytic—”I say to you, rise, pick up your bed, and go home.”
And he rose and immediately picked up his bed and went out before them all, so that they were all amazed and
glorified God, saying, “We never saw anything like this!”

February 26, Friday
Morning Prayer Psalms  95 & 40, 54  * Evening Prayer Psalm 51

1 Corinthians 3:16-23
Do you not know that you are God’s temple and that God’s Spirit dwells in you? If anyone destroys God’s temple,
God will destroy him. For God’s temple is holy, and you are that temple.

Let no one deceive himself. If anyone among you thinks that he is wise in this age, let him become a fool that he may
become wise. For the wisdom of this world is folly with God. For it is written, “He catches the wise in their
craftiness,” and again, “The Lord knows the thoughts of the wise, that they are futile.” So let no one boast in men.
For all things are yours, whether Paul or Apollos or Cephas or the world or life or death or the present or the future—
all are yours, and you are Christ’s, and Christ is God’s.

Jesus Calls Levi
He went out again beside the sea, and all the crowd was coming to him, and he was teaching them. And as he passed
by, he saw Levi the son of Alphaeus sitting at the tax booth, and he said to him, “Follow me.” And he rose and
followed him.

And as he reclined at table in his house, many tax collectors and sinners were reclining with Jesus and his disciples,
for there were many who followed him. And the scribes of the Pharisees, when they saw that he was eating with
sinners and tax collectors, said to his disciples, “Why does he eat with tax collectors and sinners?” And when Jesus
heard it, he said to them, “Those who are well have no need of a physician, but those who are sick. I came not to call
the righteous, but sinners.”

A Question About Fasting
Now John’s disciples and the Pharisees were fasting. And people came and said to him, “Why do John’s disciples
and the disciples of the Pharisees fast, but your disciples do not fast?” And Jesus said to them, “Can the wedding
guests fast while the bridegroom is with them? As long as they have the bridegroom with them, they cannot fast. The
days will come when the bridegroom is taken away from them, and then they will fast in that day. No one sews a
piece of unshrunk cloth on an old garment. If he does, the patch tears away from it, the new from the old, and a worse
tear is made. And no one puts new wine into old wineskins. If he does, the wine will burst the skins—and the wine
is destroyed, and so are the skins. But new wine is for fresh wineskins.”

February 27, Saturday
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Morning Prayer Psalms  55  * Evening Prayer Psalm 138, 138:1-17(18-23)

1 Corinthians 4:1-7
The Ministry of Apostles
This is how one should regard us, as servants of Christ and stewards of the mysteries of God. Moreover, it is
required of stewards that they be found trustworthy. But with me it is a very small thing that I should be judged by
you or by any human court. In fact, I do not even judge myself. For I am not aware of anything against myself, but
I am not thereby acquitted. It is the Lord who judges me. Therefore do not pronounce judgment before the time,
before the Lord comes, who will bring to light the things now hidden in darkness and will disclose the purposes of
the heart. Then each one will receive his commendation from God.

I have applied all these things to myself and Apollos for your benefit, brothers, that you may learn by us not to go
beyond what is written, that none of you may be puffed up in favor of one against another. For who sees anything
different in you? What do you have that you did not receive? If then you received it, why do you boast as if you did
not receive it?

Mark 2:23—3:6
Jesus Is Lord of the Sabbath
One Sabbath he was going through the grainfields, and as they made their way, his disciples began to pluck heads of
grain. And the Pharisees were saying to him, “Look, why are they doing what is not lawful on the Sabbath?” And he
said to them, “Have you never read what David did, when he was in need and was hungry, he and those who were
with him: how he entered the house of God, in the time of Abiathar the high priest, and ate the bread of the Presence,
which it is not lawful for any but the priests to eat, and also gave it to those who were with him?” And he said to
them, “The Sabbath was made for man, not man for the Sabbath. So the Son of Man is lord even of the Sabbath.”

A Man with a Withered Hand
Again he entered the synagogue, and a man was there with a withered hand. And they watched Jesus, to see whether
he would heal him on the Sabbath, so that they might accuse him. And he said to the man with the withered hand,
“Come here.” And he said to them, “Is it lawful on the Sabbath to do good or to do harm, to save life or to kill?” But
they were silent. And he looked around at them with anger, grieved at their hardness of heart, and said to the man,
“Stretch out your hand.” He stretched it out, and his hand was restored.  The Pharisees went out and immediately
held counsel with the Herodians against him, how to destroy him.

Romans 6:3-14
